Sensory Social Routines and Songs

Repetition is key

Joint activity routines in which each partner’s attention are focused on the other.
Draws attention to the partner’s face, voice, body movements and gestures

Pause before the “big” event-most dramatic moment of the game

Sample ideas on how to use finger play and body movements.

ITSY BITSY SPIDER

Combine a gesture that fits each phrase

Position yourself in front of your child

Example, when singing the itsy bitsy spider climbs
up the water spout- creep your fingers along the
child’s chest

Pause and see if child looks

Down came the rain and washed the spider out-
